ARE YOU COMPETENT ENOUGH TO OWN A PET??

The reason for me writing this is that over the last little while I have come across a number of animals not being taken care of in the most inappropriate way.  So if you are not taking proper care of these animals you are not competent to own one.

What does being a Competent Pet Owner entail?

1. Doing research on the animal you are planning to have join your family. 

· Understand the breed completely

· know what you have to do to care for this animal  

· Look at the costs involved in keeping this animal in good health for the next 15 to 20 years and more depending on what the pet is. 

· This costs includes 

· the appropriate food, 

· veterinary care, 

· grooming, 

· schooling, 

· walking and exercise, 

· obtaining beds, bowls, leads etc.

· Medical Aid for the animal
· Extra security to the home
· How much extra security do you have to add to the home to keep the pet safe?
· Where do holes need to be blocked

· Where do swimming pools need to be covered

· Where do gates need mesh or wood to block up escape routes

· What about under your electric gate, or next to the hinge and the wall

· What stuff do you need to move away from your walls

· Where do you need to secure areas to keep your dog’s separate
· Where should the pet sleep?

· What to do with the pet when no one is home? When you have gone on holiday or into hospital?

· What about if you decide to relocate to another country, are you willing to spend the money on getting the pet there with you?

· Who will take care of the pet if something suddenly happens to you and you are no longer able to care for it?

· If you are disabled

· If you die

2. Secondly doing research on your house mates, (this includes wives, husbands, partners, children and the animals you may already have as well as your extended family, In laws, Out laws and domestics)

· Are any of them averse to dogs, cats, birds, rats, snakes, spiders?

· Are any of them allergic to the animal?

· Have they had an animal before?

· Ask questions about the history of their pet owning?

· Do they object to the pet sleeping in/on their bed?
· How do you think your existing spoilt pooches will react when a new dog comes in and gets all the attention

· Are your other dogs large in frame could they accidently hurt a Yorkie which has a small fine frame
3. Are you all in consensus with the incoming of a new house member (pet).  If your husband for arguments sake doesn’t like animals for heaven’s sake don’t go out and get one “for the children”

4. The biggest question of all is …WHY DO YOU WANT THIS PET?

· If it is for the cuteness factor, we need to go back to the drawing board

· If it is to keep up the Joneses we need to go back to the drawing board

· If it is to stop the nagging of a child/partner, we need to go back to the drawing board
· If it is to dress up, we need to go back to the drawing board

· If it is to be put in a pram we need to go back to the drawing board
5. Who will be detailed with daily poop patrol?   Sometimes a couple of times a day!
· Where will you dispose of the poop?

· Who will do the house training?

· Who will do the cleaning up?

· Placing of paper?

· Disposal of soiled paper

· Sterilising after mishap?

6. If you have got the animal for yourself and it appears to like another family member more than yourself how will you react

· Towards the pet

· Towards the other family member who is being favoured

7. Who will do the feeding and ensuring that there is always fresh water for the pet?

8. Who will be responsible for the grooming?
